Right. So they told us “You could play any other game you can’t
play this game anymore” and then we're like well, that’s crazy and
then they just faxed us around. So that was like 2000 and we came
back we took some time off, | traveled around, he’s got a family and
then back in 2002 we’re like hey, let's go back. We’d a totally
different look cut hair and everything. We got IDs from a friend,
fake IDs and everything, and we went back and we used our
friend’s players’ card he was there and he doesn’t know how to do
it. So it was good to have him with us he was a loser and he would
just have some beers and have fun. And then we’d always play
under his name in three days we won like $5000 grand and we
went back the next week stayed at a different place. And we got
like four weekends again and the fourth weekend we were at
Caesars staying there we didn’t even play that weekend we just
had our room there. We went to Bellagio they were watching us,
we’re like ah man, this could be it. We went to the Mirage later in
the day came back to Bellagio at night, sat down to play, the guy
came over “Hey, I've seen you guys around in the last few weeks,
have you got ID?” Gave it to him and | mean this ID was actually
made at the DMV so it was a real ID with our pictures and
everything. We paid in Arizona at the DMV so it was all legit. This
guy went into the back, it was even our faces, came back a few
minutes later said “What are your names?” And | said “You're
looking at the ID.” Well, the ID was legit but from the facial
recognition or whatever he had a picture from the past. Something
didn’t add up to him so he’s like “This might be you but this isn’t
your real name, these are your names.” They walked us out the
door, next door they threw us out, same thing everyone we went to
got thrown out. By the fourth one they were waiting outside for us
again and told us to leave. So that was like 2002. Then we went to
Chicago and just started running newspaper ads and doing
seminars teaching people like private teaching.

Then | took maybe like $200
bucks | was just walking through town | saw it and | went in with
$200 bucks. | went and won like $300 left went back the next day
popped them again, and after like two weeks | had like $12,000

Then
eventually | got thrown out of there but then the General Manager |
saw him in town and he was like “Yeah, you know, | can’t let you
play or this and that” but then he started asking me to help him.

up and then they act like they’re God “Oh, we caught him.” But if
they don’t have my picture then these people are clueless.

Casinos are like that I've called up casinos before to do consulting
for them and talk to the General Manager and he had no clue how
card counting even worked. They rely on a database.

And they use their cameras to try and match face.

Right and its all facial recognition. This guy comes out of Vegas its
Griffin Detective Agency, he was a card counter and he turned and
now that what his business is. He has been on 60 Minutes, you
know, calls him and he has some video of the face and he scans it
through the database and then basically that's how it works. But
most people if they don’t have the database they aint got no clue.
So | just did it in Europe then and then every now and then | tried
[inaudible 9:46]. | did one for a cruise boat in Lauderdale | went
down there, it was probably last April or something, went down
there and trained there the whole staff their surveillance, their
bosses, their managers.

Now, of course there’s a lot of books on how to count cards. Why
should someone learn from you? Is yours different? What is it that
you have that someone can't get in a little book on Amazon.com?
What's special about your technique other than the fact that you
produce results?

Right. There’s a lot of people who think they know it or believe they
know it or try it and just don’t know it. I've read a ton of boos,
studied, played a lot of hours.

How many books have you read?

Probably 40, 45 books.

Like I study it and | appreciate it. | like that you can beat it and beat
the system.

Were you born good at it?

No, it's something you have to learn. | use to play in college
missed around with friends and that and | didn’t know how to play.
| mean | knew how to play the game but not properly, you know
what I'm saying. To me now there’s only one way to play and that’s
the way | play it and the way | teach it.

Can anyone learn it with some discipline?
Yeah | can teach it a sixth grader to learn it.
Right, but what'’s its going to take to go make some money with it?

If you want to win big money a little bit of a bank roll. | mean not a
lot | can go with a $1000 grand and win money every time probably.
I've gone places with $100 and walked out of there probably eight
out ten times winning money nine out of ten times with only a $100
bucks and with a minimum $10 dollar bet so it's not like you've got
a lot to play with there. It takes discipline it's mathematical, very
mathematically base. So it all depends on what your minimum bet
is, on what your other bets would be. Let's say your minimum is
like $5 dollars and you're supposed to bet maybe $40 dollars.
Now, if you're supposed to bet $40 but you say ah man, I've got
good odds let me throw it on 60 because the odds are there now
you’re over betting your percentage. Chances are you win because
you've got high odds at that point but the thing is when you have a
seven to three advantage you might lose three in a row before you
win the seven, so if somebody is over betting they might way over
bet and lose the three then they’re out of money.

You stick with your system and not over bet.

Yes, you have to be discipline. If you over bet you're losing a small
percentage.

That's a greedy emotion going...
Right.

...and that’s what kills you.

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Jack: Yeah you cannot play emotional. To play blackjack you have to
play like a computer. The thing | tell people all the time you have to
play exactly like a computer. For every situation if I'm playing there
is one correct play and I'm going to play it like that. I've learned
through experience what happens when you don’t. To finish the
point you can’t over but you can’'t under bet because then you're
losing your percentage that's pretty obvious. But like there’s time
certain mathematical points where you do the opposite of what you
normally do but it's all based on the mathematics the percentages
and the odds. But like one time | was playing in Spain and |
probably had $1500 on the table one night on one hand but | had
like five hands out, five hands make $300 on the table and $1500
bucks and | probably only went there with $2000 grand or
something that night, so now all of a sudden | got $1500 to put on
the table and it was real close it was like, say out of five and at the
count of five I'm suppose to not take the cart. So normally four and
half and up if it mathematically worked out to 4.5 then | would round
up to five, and that's normally how | do it. So it was a 4.4 or real
close just less than four and a half and | was like oh man, I'm
supposed to take this card and | was like well, whatever, | don't
think it'll hurt. | took it, what happened, | improved my hand but
then when he pulled his last card he ended up pulling a miracle
hand | got whacked then $1500 bucks | was still pissed. | kept
playing won it all back, later in the night about four hours later same
type of situation | got a bunch of money on the table again and this
time I'm like last time | play win again to what | should have done, if
I’'m going to do it that's the way | learn that's the way it's always
worked, I'm going to stick with it, and | won. And the same thing
again | won but | had | backed off again | would have got killed
again on all of them. So it’s just little things but you do have to play

discipline.

Jack: No, you don’'t — all you’ve got to memorize is like 15 things but once
you play a lot it ends up like second nature. It's really small it's like
15 numbers really. I'll tell you, here’s an example, if you've got 16
the dealer’'s got a 10, | don't know how much you know about
cards.

That's the standard, that's the basic strategy, but now when you
learn the code, when you got 16 he’s got a 10 if it's a plus one per
deck count or more you don't take the card anymore. So that'll be
one of the things you got to memorize a plus one and above | don't
take it anymore and that's one of the biggest mistake people make
is that one because it happens the most. Its 15 things like that you
memorize.

How old are you?
I’'m 28 now but | pretty learned when | was 23.

If you were to add up all the winnings — I'm sure you’ve mentally
added up how much you’ve won from your system — how much
would you say you’'ve won since you've been playing?

Oh my God, tons, tons of thousands probably.
Hundreds of thousands.

Yeah. Well, | started with my friend, the two of us basically learning
together practice, and then we use to pool our money because then
we’d have a little bit bigger bank roll and we started and that went
on to, like | said, over a quarter million that between us. He still
plays and I still play — | haven't played probably, actually played for
probably a year and a half. | went this Christmas to Europe with my
girlfriend we’re in Budapest there’s a little casino in the hotel. |
went there at 3:00 in the morning one night and there was nobody
there | played for 45 minutes and more than doubled my money
what | took in. | didn’t take a lot because | know what happens now
if | start playing a lot then | get thrown out. So now it's more just
like enjoyment go kill some time. | [inaudible16:13] | can probably
still do that a lot.

So you have advice on how to not get thrown out of the casinos
and still win some good money.

Right. | know some pit boss’ and we use to pay poker with some
pit boss in Chicago so | know a little bit about their security. Like |
said, I've worked for a few boats so | know how their security works
and things that you should do to keep from getting caught. It's not
a guaranteed but it helps you out. The longer you can play the
better it is to you obviously. | go through that and then pick and
play, obviously if you've got a team you're odds are a lot better.

Now, were you and your friend playing as a team or just separate?
We played together as a team.
Were you both counting at the same time?

We played different tables where | took all the money and | would
play a little bit and then he would have money and when it was
good some of the riverboats [inaudible 17:05] and then he would
come out and | would leave and he would play what was left, but
the thing is got to be people you know and you trust. Yeah |
probably could have got some people from class say “Hey man,
join the team” but | teach | don’t really know them and it’s [inaudible
17:20] but if it was like five or six people you grew up with or you're
really close you've known for 20 years you put together a team you
can win a lot of money as a team.

Wow. Do you ever hear back from your students, any success
stories?

Oh yeah, all the time. We get email or a phone call or stuff that
people want one day one guy won. He always lost and it was
probably two months after the course he called up “Ah man, | won
like $4000 grand tonight”, you know. So | taught a friend of mine
over the phone one time, a good friend from Florida with a boat
repair shop in Jupiter down there, he was my scuba instructor years
ago, and he called me about three years ago and | was like man,
I’m winning all the time every time | go. | taught him over the phone
the basics not too in depth but | told him what he needed to know,
what he needed to memorize and he practiced at home and he
went on a few little cruises there and he did what | told him and he
wouldn’t even take much money, like a $100 bucks, and he would
call me up “Man, | won like $250 bucks.”

Okay, any other stories you can think of?

There’s ton of them none as specific, but like | said, we get calls or
emails all the time.

Alright, so when someone comes to your class did you have printed
information like a guideline that people can follow through? Did you
write anything out or a do a table of contents of what you teach?

Oh yeah, and I give them an outline, obviously.

You got a manual and everything?
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Yeah there’s an outline that | follow | give them, like a chapter
outline technically. Obviously, they wanted some notes a lot of
people like to take their own notes, they can understand their own
notes but I've the chips the cards all that. A lot of people could
read a book and they don’t understand it. But first on books, I've
read a ton of books and a lot of the books out there don’t tell you
everything you need to know. Like it's very, very rare to find a book
that will tell you exactly everything you need to know. They’ll be a
book that tells you how to count this or that plus minus this system
or that system but they don't tell you the rest of what you need to
know. Or there’s one that doesn't tell you that but it tells you
another part or this or that. When we learned we took a lot of
books, learned a lot of information, practiced and practiced and
practiced at home probably for two months with our own chips and
our own cards that we bought off the internet to get the system
down to get it right and know what you need to know before we
went to the casino; perfecting it, fined tuned it and | actually got a
book I'm almost done now I've got about eight pages that I'm
publishing, it’s going to be a short book probably only 40 pages.

Yeah. | got the ISPN and all that | just got to send it. | did it all but I
have to reformat it and | probably got eight or ten pages left.

Does it reveal this system everything you teach?

Yeah my book is going to be pretty much “Know this, know this,
know this, do this.” A lot of books tie into mathematic and that but
the average person can’t understand it and most people don’'t want
to know all this.

You just want to know that it works.

And that's what my book is it's straight to the point and just

memorize it put it together like this but I'm going to wait, you know,
because | like the seminars, obviously, seminars you make a lot

more general because the casino people a lot of them don’t know
anything it's just like a basic like this site | want the players to win
tons of money.

So there’s nothing the casinos can do about card counting?

No, all they do is private property | mean there’s nothing illegal.
This happened a ton of times they come up to me where’s your ID,
here’s my ID, they'll disappear and they’ll come back. Well, sorry
business decision keep your money, you know.

Yeah.

We'd like to ask you to cash out your chips and leave. I'm not done
playing. Well no, but you know, we’d rather you cash out and go
find another place to play or play another game. Well, | don’t want
to play another game. Then you need to go someplace else
because it’s private property you can't play here anymore. And
they’d try to scare you they tell you if you come back you'll be
arrested for trespassing but they can’t unless you come back within
24 hours they can arrest you, if you go back the next day they can’t
arrest you they can just tell you to leave again. My friend actually is
a lawyer and a CPA, the guy | learned with. We went to Vegas we
were at the MGM and they threw us out years ago but we went, like
| said, a few years ago and they said “You need to leave, okay, well
we threw you out of here before don’'t come back. And he said
“Well, I'll be back tomorrow.” No, we’ll arrest you. He said “You
can’t arrest me if you're coming back tomorrow because if | come
back today you can, come back tomorrow you can’t arrest me” and
the guy is like don’t push it. We went back the next day they threw
us out said we need to go and he was like “I thought you were
going to arrest me.” Oh well, we’re being nice to you. They can’t
they just play the game, you can sneak in everyday and they’ll just
throw you out everyday.

Alright, now take me back just think of over all the experience, give
me two stories of like your most exciting nights playing and just try
to be real specific, this is cool.
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Let's see. One would be we were playing at Indiana it wasn’t a
huge win but it was just the whole experience.

The casino in Indiana.

Yeah a riverboat in Southern Indiana Caesars Riverboat actually. |
don’t know this was about 2002 | guess when we started playing in.
We went down there | think we took maybe $1000 bucks or $1200
between us $600 a piece, went down, got there asked for a room
because we know they have them we got penthouses before at the
MGM and at Caesars not a room he goes ah, | can’t comp you a
room this and that, ah we’re going to play the pit boss can you just
[inaudible 23:08] or something? Well, no if you guys want to get
one of those you need to bet a $100 dollars a head and all this
crap. Well I thought, right that's fine, started playing and the boat
was perfect it had like four levels...

Yeah.

...with different pits. Most casinos keep the table real crowded only
open up enough tables where they’re always full of people, but
technically you like to play alone or one or two people. So this one
was great there were so many tables we could bounce until we
found a hot table. There were so many tables open there were
empty tables so it was nice and we’re just going we’re winning,
winning, we’re there probably a few hours and we’re up to like
$2000 or $3000 grand already. They'd start watching us and we’'d
go to another table. End of the day we’re up we’d go out get steak
they end up comping us the hotel room, all of a sudden they’re
were like yeah, | got a room for you because we were about $100,
$200 a hand, $300 a hand sometimes. Like | said, we only started
with a $1000 grand. It was so funny because we're playing the
next morning we get up and start playing again and as about the
second day we noticed every time we lost a table the lady would
pick up the phone and that’s one of the signs right there you know
they’re on you already because we kept winning. And unfortunately
now we had to use a regular ID but a lot of times we were use to
playing Vegas we’d have a fake player’s card or something. So this
time | thought well, you know, if you use a regular ID it was in a
different state that | use to have for a drivers license.

Yeah.
So it was taking a little time to put it together. We'd leave she’s on

the phone calling another table. We get there there’d be guys on
the phone. Well, probably after two days like four, four and a half
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grand. Day Three comes around and Charles Barkley is there
we’re talking to Charles Barkley he’s playing, and then we get to
the table and we’ve got huge odds but, like | said, sometimes it
doesn’t work out. That’s why you win at card counting because you
got a positive advantage. So the more you play you win the big
situations more times than you lose or you could lose. So we hit
the table we're up like four, four and half grand of their money and
we just went for a trip all of a sudden we’re not getting a hand we're
just getting rocked boom, boom, boom, boom, and we’re losing.
We lose like two and a half or three hundred grand and the pit
boss’s are like ah man, maybe you two should go home, blowing
your rent money, and he’d talk all this trash. We're like whatever,
the dealer’s like ah, feeling all that. We blow it off. We go eat we
got like a $1000 bucks. We're like ah man, we're giving it back,
getting laughed at - this guy is laughing at us and everything. We
go back next table we smack them like $3000 grand again in like
five minutes. We’re back up and then the pit boss is looking. Well,
they figure out what we’re doing this pit boss he’s like hey, you
know, you guys should think about going somewhere else. So we
go alright. We go downstairs to the super low limit like the $5 dollar
tables and we’re on these $5 dollar tables playing alone got the
whole table. The pit bosses never know what’s going on in those
pits. So we were playing the whole table. I'm playing half a hand
my friend Mike is playing the other half. So we got the whole table
played 5-5-5-5 across and now the comp jumps up now we’re
playing like $100 a hand all the way across the board and we're just
whacking them man. And like within an hour we probably hit the $5
dollar table for like $3000 grand and he has no clue. So now we're
up like $6000, $7000 grand now in the last few hours we won it
back and then won more.

So we go back upstairs and the pit boss we haven't seen he’s like
hey, how are you doing we start playing and we’re winning. And
then the other bosses noticed us and they run over and they chew
him out like hey, these kids you got to watch them there’s a card
counter. This guy comes up to us and says “Boss” and he take the
shoe and he cuts it in half, the cut card in half.

Yeah.

Which practically screws you, you shouldn’t even play it. And he
likes you guys think you’re so damn good see what you do with
that. We're like what are you talking about. He’s like well, let's see
how you bad you guys really are. So it was so funny because we
were way over betting but it worked out. My friend is a little crazy
he’s like alright, yeah I'll show you how bad | am it's a fresh deck,
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technically when we cut half you shouldn’t even play or you should
just play minimum the whole way because it really kills the odds
$100 bucks out wins, just puts a $100 bucks wins. Well it turns out
the shoe it starts off exactly how you want it perfect. It starts off in
the very first hand giving us an advantage and it’s just getting
bigger and bigger and bigger and we only got half the shoe. So
after too many hands now we got two hands they’re like $200 win
them both, put them up, two hands at $250 win again, and we’re
just winning and winning 19 hands in a row.

Wow.

And this pit boss is — he’s thinking these dudes are just lucky
because nobody would be betting like that with a half shoe but the
fact that we had [inaudible 27:59] so it really didn’t matter and we
were just doing it to prove a point. We were winning and we'’re
stacking it up and there’s tables around I've seen before we’ve got
a stack of $250 dollar chips you can't even —it’s like the leaning
Tower of Piazza and they’re just stacking them stacking them on
top of each other and they fall all over the table. The head of the
boat comes down and they got six managers there all pointing
talking they’re chewing them out like the pit boss literally launched
like yes and all the tables here he says “I don’t know if these guys
are counting cards. | cut it in half they’re still winning, | don’t know
what’s going on and he’s like flipping out thinking he’s going to lose
his job or something and we’re just nailing them and we ended up
winning on that half a shoe something like six and a half thousand
dollars or something.

Wow.
Mike then flips him a chip.
He throws him a chip.

He throws him a $50 and he goes here, that's how bad | am. He
said do you need more, do you want me to pay your rent for this
month because I'm so bad, he goes, “I could probably play here the
rest of the week” and we're like hey, don’t win money you'll get
treated like this. The tables around they weren’t even funny even
the dealers could deal them they were just watching and we had
thousands of chips stacked up.

That's wild.

We started like with no money early in the day it was funny.
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Michael: So that was good because the guy’s like how bad are you talking
smack and then like here we could have bought him a car at the
end of the [inaudible 29:17], so it was funny. But the best one was
probably in Vegas at the MGM years ago with Mike this is on the
really good run MGM Grand and us we got home video with tables
set for 10, waterfall in a room, butler, the grand treatment four and
a half thousand a night for free. So we’re playing, playing, playing
and winning. We got pictures of like walking down the strip like
$80,000 in cash a $50,000 check while walking down the strip with
$80,000 grand in cash in your pockets | mean we're just naive.

Michael: You got pictures of that?

Jack: Yeah | got pictures somewhere —we got a whole video of the room
even a four and a half thousand dollar room a night.

Michael: Do you still have that?

Jack: Yeah, I'd have to dig it out. We got photos somewhere in a box of
just crazy stuff.

Michael: Do you have pictures of you holding up checks like proof that you
actually did that?

Jack: Yeah, | mean | got photo copies of the checks I got them on a CD
Rom, photo copies of checks in Indiana $40,000 grand, $30,000,
$20,000 grand. We were going to put a Web site up but Mike’s a
lawyer he said he doesn’t think legally — they'd probably take us to
court if we put the checks up because it got all the information on
the checks like the bank, it's got their account number and all of

that...
Michael: Okay, | see.
Jack: ...all the signatures. So | got, yeah, copies of checks $42,500,

$37,014. We got about $100,000 grand in checks in like a month, a
month worth of dates from northern Indiana yeah, | mean...

Michael: Alright, so go ahead and continue on this story, this is good.

Jack: Yeah, so we're there at the MGM we’d been playing and like
Whitney Houston was down the hall one day. We were playing
blackjack with No Doubt, the guy with the horns the drummer,
Frank Thomas and the White Socks played with him, and in fact
when we went back two years later in 2002 we ran into him at
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Caesars and he recognized us right away. Hey, what are you guys
doing here, you know, and we’re like quiet, Frank, we not creating
any attention. So we played with some of these huge people.
Mike’s crazy, one night Mike went and got like $7000 dollars worth
of hookers and stuff, | mean the guy is crazy. We go and got all
this cash in the pockets go into MGM Grand and Mike sees this girl
he’s like “Hey, let me take you to the table come play with us
there’s going to be like $500 bucks. So she sits down at the table.
Now, all the tables are like all these rock stars one’s got Frank
Thomas, you know, Frank Thomas is betting like a $1000 a hand or
something, $2000 grand and these celebrities are barely winning or
winning a little bit or even losing huge and here the kid playing
table. Sit down, thought it was a $100 minimum, well turns out it's
a $500 dollar minimum. So to play right you're going between $500
and at least like $5000 grand a hand to make it profitable at all
when it's good, if it's down then down $24,000 dollars.

You guys are.

Yeah it's the first half of the shoe only, probably got about $80,000
grand even cash.

Man, is your adrenaline going or what?

Oh yeah, | mean it's going you’re going crazy we didn’t even want
to play but my girl is there so Mike’s like yeah, alright we got to.
She’s down, down, down, just losing, losing, but the thing it is — the
real kicker is what really gets you going is it’s just like you want it —
like all the city cards are coming out first. So you're losing, losing,
losing, losing, but that's why sometimes you need a bank roll
behind you because you really want to play well. We’re down
$22,000 grand but we're looking in the last half of the shoe is the
way we want it to be. But even at that situation we might have a
7/3 advantage with the last half of shoe 7/3 advantage might be
one of those three where they’re just not going to work out. So
we’re sitting there like ah, we’re down all this money he looks at me
he’s like what are you saying should we just take a loss and work
on it tomorrow because | mean now you're with it. You lose one
day a grand win 12 the next day, | mean huge swings. And I'm like,
well | don’t know man. He’'s like come on $10 grand more, let's go
$10 grand more. Takes the $10 grand throws it out gets the chips,
so now we're in like $30 grand. Like | said, it's getting better and
better so now our bet isn’'t the $500 minimum now we got to be
playing the odds so we’re betting more and now we’re down like
$26,000. Mike says come on so we go $1500 a hand two hands,
boom, boom, win them both and we were using a different betting
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system. There’s a normal betting system but we actually, which is
what we think confuses security for so long, we took like two betting
systems and combined them. Every time you got good odd and
your back goes out or every time you don’t it goes down it's pretty
obvious.

So we had the system worked out where it might go up so we
should bet more but we’d actually lower our bet and they’'d be like,
well man that doesn’t make sense. Let’'s say, when we had it
mathematically worked out where like the next hand it'll go up a
little bit and then like third hand it'll go up and it end up exactly the
same mathematics. It's just confusing we’d go down a little bit but
we’d make up on another hand, it was really tricky. And then
sometimes, you know, the count would go down and you should bet
last and we’d bet a little more it was like a street method in there.
So it was like $1500 when a boat put it up, $3000 grand, $3000
grand win them both, $5000 grand, $5000 grand [inaudible 34:32]
on one push and win the other one. Now, we're up to $7000 grand
and $5000 on the other one win the $5000 and get a blackjack on
the $7000, which is nailing them. We finished the rest of the shoe
out — the last half of the shoe and just crazy with betting. You don’t
even realize what’s going on, you know, you just went crazy. And
there’s times like some of the hands we’d have the bet and he’'d
deal and there’d be like five minutes before we told them, card or
not we’'d sit there we’d be like $7000 grand and like hold on, you
know, | mean there’s a lot of money and you profit but it’s still...

But you stuck with your systems.

Yeah, | mean you got to, but there’s times you look at it and it still
hurts. Even though we’re up all their money it’s still $7000 grand
like you lose man that's $7000 grand for the head...

Right.

...because it’s their money still and you sit there like sweating
maybe we walk around and when we do we got — what’s your
calculation, what's mine? Come back worked out, we’d be done
count it up and we got like $74,000, $76,000 dollars on the table in
chips and we were only in $30,000 in cash so it was like a $50,000
win. So we made the $20,000 something we were down plus
$50,000 something thousand more on the one shoe and it was just
like not. | mean we're sitting at home like ah, look at all this
freaking money and Mike’s taking $25 chips in MGM Grand we're
playing in the middle of the casino it wasn'’t like a high limit room
there, so he’s grabbing chips and he’s just throwing $25 chips
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around the casino on the floor and people are like scrambling for
these chips going crazy, you know. The security guy came up and
that's when he said I'm not sure exactly how you're doing it but I've
been watching you for three weeks you guys are here taking this
$4000 dollar room every night, all your comps, you're winning
money, we don’t know what you’re doing, but you got to leave
[inaudible 36:27] and it was like $70,000 on half of a shoe...

Wow.

...for two kids from Hammond, Indiana near Chicago. It was just
unbelievable. And if you're winning so much you don’t think it's
going to happen you're going to get kicked out, ah man, you just
get comp, cell phones, you buy clothes, give them the receipt it's
paid for, limo rides. At Caesars we take the limo and be wearing
like old swim trunks and t-shirts and saddles and walk out, you
know, in the Caesars limo and everybody’s like man, who are these
kids? It was just totally nuts.

Man that sounds exciting.

And when you learn why it's amazing like here is the one who
doesn’t even really — we weren't playing we were watching, we are
at The Palms in 2002 and we go in The Island and we’re with our
friend from Arizona, we’re digging around it's her last day and we
got a few hours to kill. We're just playing $25 a hand and just
messing around really and went to the other table, | don’t even
know who the kid is, some kid from TV, right, with his friends and
they’re only about 22, 23 and he’s playing the $100 minimum and
they start a fresh shoe. Well, we’re watching its instinct for us to
count the table, so we’re watching we’re just keeping track counting
the table so he starts off he’s playing a $100 a hand. Well, he
starts winning at the front but you want the good cards at the end
that’s when you win your money but the good cards are coming out
early so he’s buying this hundred, hundred, hundred and he’s going
to blackjack $20 all this, so he’s slowly raising it, raising it, raising
his bet. So now what happens though almost all the good cards
are out but he’s been winning so he’s built up a decent little
amount, like | said, he’'s some TV star celebrity so he’s got money
and he’s up. So it’s like half way through, well we know he should
stop he shouldn’t even played any more he should stop. In fact, |
think we even say “Hey man, you’re doing pretty well you should
just stop while you're ahead.” We always like to help people but
you can't just tell them why. We were like “Hey, you should stop
man take your money and we’ll take a break and come back later.”
He’s like ah man, I'm on a roll. And this kid’s maybe 23 and he’s
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got all his buddies with him. | forget the TV show he said he was
from, now he’s raising his bet and now he’s like at $500 a head.
Well, pretty soon he was playing - he was doing alright losing but
we get to the end of the shoe and like almost every card is a shitty
card, you know, he’s playing a bad deck now.

Yeah.

All the good cards are out he should not even be playing, his odds
are so horrible. So now he’s got every hand on the table, he’s got
like $1500 dollars to $2000 grand on him. So he’s got like $14,000
on the table in cash. What happened, cards come out, he gets like
a2andan 8, likea7anda3, 6anda 2, he ends up with all like
these 10s, 11s so good double down even and the dealer’s got 6
and we’re looking at him like you've got to be kidding the dealer’'s
got the horrible card he’s got, but then we look further and we’re
like every card on the table is a low card, the odds they’re all bad
cards. And we’'re like man, this dude is playing the shoe there’s no
high cards left but he doesn’'t know it. So he’s got to run back up to
the suite at The Palms to get more cash. He’s comes back down
and bought a shirt along the way, comes down and he’s like man, |
just bought this shirt on the way back, he’s got a hand full of cash
and he starts doubling down on these hands. So he doubled down,
doubled down, now he’s got the $26,000 dollars on the table after
all his double downs and splits and he took all his hits face down.
So he’s got all these double downs he can't see the card it’s all face
down. He goes this is the hand | dream of. | have dreamed of a
hand like this, I'm going to win a brand new car right here on this
one hand, and he’s got all this smack. Well, the dealer slops the
card and got four so now the dealer has a six and a four and now
you see his face sink like oh man, I'm dead, the dealer’s going to
get a 20 and he’s going to have like 18, 19, some 20s. The dealer
takes a hit a five for 15 and everybody’s standing there like oh my
God, the whole table every card you could see is under like a nine
or 10 I mean they’re all little - there’s no high cards. He thinks he
won down the dealer for 15 having to take another card. He’s like
oh God, I've lost, blah, blah, takes the hit a six man.

Ah.

Exactly. | felt so bad for the kid, we’re both like what are you
doing? Pulled a perfect 21 on all these little cards turns over all his
cards all like sixes, eights, seven, no high cards. He was winning
early that's what people do is they don’t count they start winning
early, when he’s winning a $100, $200, $300, $400.

If he knew what you knew how much could you have saved him
that night?

Oh, he wouldn’t have even been playing there so he would have
saved $30,000 grand, probably, on the one hand. Oh my God, we
would have saved him, probably, $50,000, $60,000 grand. After
that hand the shoe still had a few more hands left. He lost that
hand and he goes well, no big deal it's just money, pulled out more
money and started playing like a $1000 a hand again. We walked
out and I'm like what do you say to the kid? | don’t want to stand
there so we left, but I'm sure he probably lost $35,000 grand
probably there.

Wow.

And we saw him later in the night and he’s playing like high dollar
poker or something $5000 grand a hand, you know, he’s playing
one of those games where you have horrible odds...

Yeah.

...at like table max obviously it's so much money but it's amazing. |
see so many people and | go to the casino and they’re spending
good money, some of them have the money but still they don’t go
to lose even if they got a $1 million dollars they’re not going there to
lose $20,000 grand they would rather win $20,000 grand but people
say oh, wow whatever, and they just mark it up. A lot of people’s
mentality oh, well, I'm going to lose anyway so its fun, it's
ridiculous. Some people I've given money to and there’s not many
books but | tell them okay, go buy a book by Wycheck here’s $15
bucks read it, learn a little bit and they’ll say ah man, you don’t
know what you're talking about you're crazy and I'd say | do know
what I'm talking about you should go buy a book. Well, you're
crazy.

Yeah they don't listen. So what kind of people come through your
course, give me some ideas?

All kind of people, | mean we get college kids that play with their
friends, you know, see poker on TV and want to learn. I've had
businessman, I've had mortgage brokers, just anybody a wide
variety of people really. People who go to casino are everybody,
you know, jus the amount of pools or customers and clients.

So do you enjoy teaching people?

Yeah | really do. I'd like to play but unfortunately | really can’t that
much. Once you train the people are going to go and they’re going
to play. So I'd rather see them win because | really don’t like
casinos | don't like what they do | think it's crazy that somebody
who loses and they're like yeah, come back and we’ll give you stuff
to come back, lose, lose, lose, people lose their lifesavings, commit
suicide this and that it's a worst addiction than alcohol really, and
then they claim no responsibility like pull these people back but
then you win and then they go oh, well you can’t play. It's totally
ridiculous.

Do you think you were addicted at one time?

No, I mean I could easily stop. There were times I'd just stop and
not go for two months.

It's kind of like alcoholism you either are or you aren’t, you know.

Right and there’s a lot of people who do but I think the people who
really get addicted are the people who lose because they want their
money back. And | teach people money management is one of the
areas. | had a job in investments, finances, financial planning and
that before so | know about stuff and money management is big.
And discipline really is huge, you need discipline to play, you need
the discipline to manage your money, you need discipline to walk
away and take a loss. | cover all of that. It depends where the
people and their knowledge are ready. Some people have played,
some people know the basic strategy, which is good because you
have to learn it anyway to count cards, so it depends what their
level is where | start them out. Obviously, if they know more then
we can start ahead of the game. If somebody doesn’'t know
anything | start them at the beginning how the game was played.

Do you have any video of you teaching the seminar or audio tape?
Not really, no, because the seminars are never taped | did a few at
casinos but, you know, they don’t really like cameras and that stuff
in there, so I've never done that. | mean it’s just for the ordinary
people.

So how is EBay going any action? Not really.

Yeah it's good | got a lot of people watching, you know, people
normally bet at the end and stuff.
